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THE STREETS OF THE CITY

Do you feel safe when you walk down the streets of downtown Birmingham?  How about in your own
little neighborhood? Can you go out for a walk and know that you won’t have to watch out for speeding cars
and ricocheting bullets? The other day, I saw one of my neighbors at the barber shop and she told me that there
are some drug dealers living down the street. She also claimed that they shoot guns over there from time to
time. What does the Christian do when his environment begins to breed violence?  Many good people seek to
move away from these problems, but the situation only worsens.

Over the years, many God-fearing, law abiding citizens have left the city limits of Birmingham to live
in the safe and quiet suburbs. It seems this departure has only exacerbated the problem. ABC 33/40 reported
on August tenth that the Magic City “has recorded 70 homicides this year.”1 According to an on-line poll of
their readers, 56 percent believe that this is hurting Birmingham’s reputation, thus making it less appealing to
new businesses.2 Will this violence be contained by zones and city limits, or will it spread into those quiet
little suburbs? Perhaps it already has.

We must be aware that it is possible for the sin of violence to cover the entire face of the world. In the
days of Noah, God said, “…the earth is filled with violence…” (Genesis 6:13). How could this have hap-
pened when there were men such as Enoch who lived in ancient times and “walked with God” (5:22, 24)?
Modern science coincides with the reality of violence in Bible history. Archaeologist Rick Schulting of Queen’s
University Belfast and forensics investigator Michael Wysocki concluded by looking at human fossil re-
mains, “the average Stone Ager had a 1 and 50 chance of having his head bashed in.”3 Those must have been
terrifying times in which to be alive.

There was a time when even God’s people were prone to violence. The Lord said to Ezekiel, “…the
land is full of bloody crimes, and the city is full of violence” (Ezekiel 7:23). However, God promised a day
when He would “dwell in the midst of Jerusalem” and the city would be safe once again (Zechariah 8:3). He
described those days of peace in this way: “Old men and old women will again sit in the streets of
Jerusalem…And the streets of the city will be filled with boys and girls playing in its streets” (vv. 4, 5). What
a beautiful picture of peace and tranquility, and it belongs to those who invite God into their communities.

Does God “dwell in the midst” of Birmingham? How is He represented there? Is the gospel preached
as it should be? How would you describe the streets of that city? Righteousness exalts a city just as it does a
nation (cf. Proverbs 14:34). However, God hates those who love violence (Psalm 11:5). Let’s promote peace
in our communities by spreading the gospel to those who are lost. When we walk with God as one city, we
will reap the blessings of peace and strength. For God said, “And I shall strengthen them in the Lord, And in
His name they will walk…” (Zechariah 10:12).
