HOW CAN I LOVE MY NEIGHBOR IF HE IS MY ENEMY?

The second of the two great commandments given by Jesus is that we should love our neighbor as we love
ourselves (Matt. 22 39). Of course, it is easier to love my neighbor if my neighbor first loves me, but what if my
neighbor, or boss, or fellow employee mistreats me? What if my fellow man can’t stand me, and makes it per-
fectly clear that he counts me as his enemy? This is when the practice of love becomes a real challenge!

Jesus addressed this very issue in the Sermon on the Mount:

“Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy. But I say
unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them
which despitefully use you, and persecute you: That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven:
for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust. For
if ye love them which love you, what reward have ye? Do not even the publicans the same? And if ye salute
your brethren only, what do ye more than others? Do not even the publicans so? Be ye therefore perfect, even
as your Father which is in heaven is perfect” (Matt. 5:43-48).

The first thing to notice from this text is that our standard for loving must not be based upon what others
have said (what we have heard), but upon the teaching of the Son of God. The world advises us to keep our
enemies at a distance, or worse, to do whatever it takes to bring them down before they bring us down. The
world’s rule for dealing with enemies could be summed up: “Do evil unto your enemies before they can do evil
unto you.”

Jesus, however, teaches us to love our enemies. The word “love” in this text is from the Greek word
agape. This word is not the Greek word that conveys the concept of having a warm affection or feeling for my
brother or friend. Agape love is loving someone not because I feel kike it but because it is the right thing to do. It
is the highest expression of love. It is personally sacrificial and selfless. Thus, if someone curses me I may feel
like cursing them right back. But love compels me to act better than I feel. Hence, I will bless those who curse me.
I will do good to those who hate me, rather than seeking to repay evil for evil (Rom. 12:14, 17). Like Jesus did
upon the cross (Luke 23:24), I will pray for those who treat me despitefully.

When I love my enemies I am showing myself to be a true child of the Heavenly Father (Matt. 5:45).
Moreover, when I love my enemies I am imitating the spirit of my Father, “for he maketh his sun to rise on the
evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust” (Matt. 5:45). Christian love stands head
and shoulders above the “love” the world is accustomed to showing. It is not difficult to love those who love us.
It is not all that difficult to have a civil relationship with those in our immediate peer group (Matt. 5:46-47);
however, perfect love, i.e., love patterned after the attitude and actions of our Father in heaven, is a love that
reaches out to all men, even our enemies (Matt. 5:48).

What kind of love should we show to our fellow man, whether he be friend or foe? A good summary is
found in 1 Corinthians 13:4-7:

Love suffereth long, and is kind; love envieth not; love vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, doth not
behave itself unseemly, seeketh not its own, is not provoked, taketh not account of evil; rejoiceth not in
unrighteousness, but rejoiceth with the truth;  beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth
all things” (1 Cor. 13:4-7, ASV).

The world desperately needs to see the love of Christ demonstrated by His followers. Thus, may we all
imitate the love of God and show it to all mankind, yes, even our enemies!
