CHANGING  EVOLUTION

The hypothesis of how organisms have changed throughout time has changed throughout time. And
why is that true? The nature of a hypothesis is that it must be tested in order to gather evidence supporting its
validity. Webster’s Dictionary defines a hypothesis as “an assumption…,” and that is preferable terminology
for what is commonly known as the theory of evolution. If a hypothesis is proven to be incorrect, it must be set
aside and replaced with yet another one. Just as the hypotheses related to the atomic theory continue to de-
velop, the theories and hypotheses related to biological evolution will continue to change perhaps in unending
perpetuation.

Since ancient times men have conceived that organisms may gradually change from lesser to more
complex life forms, but they have rarely agreed as to how this takes place. More than 500 years prior to the
birth of Christ, Thales of Miletus is said to have thought that all life had originated in the seas. Though
Aristotle, who lived 384-322 B.C., believed that nature is the result of intelligent design, he also held that all
forms of life came from some sort of primordial mass of living matter. Many scientists throughout time have
searched for an alternative to the account of creation found in the book of Genesis, but none have popularized
their ideas to a greater degree than Charles Darwin, who wrote The Origin of the Species by Natural Selection
in 1859. Now the proponents of Neo-Darwinism and the Modern Synthetic Theory of Evolution claim that
Darwin’s ideas cannot fully account for the change from one species to another. How appropriate that a theory
related to change should continue to change so much!

Compare this pliable presumption to the unbending God of the Bible. He makes this claim in the Old
Testament: “For I, the Lord, do not change…” (Malachi 3:6). The same is said of His Son, that “Jesus Christ is
the same yesterday and today, yes and forever” (Hebrews 13:8). The Hebrews writer goes on to say, “Do not be
carried away by varied and strange teachings…” (v. 9). Such were the teachings so prevalent in Paul’s day
when he visited Athens (Acts 17). Though they referred to him as an “idle babbler” and “a proclaimer of
strange deities,” they were somewhat like pots calling the kettle black (v. 18). For these Epicurean philoso-
phers surely held to the teachings of their father, Epicurus (342-270 B.C.), who believed that all natural phe-
nomena is a result of the mechanics of nature. Luke adds in his writing of the book of Acts that “…all the
Athenians and the strangers visiting there used to spend their time in nothing other than telling or hearing
something new” (v. 21). There will always be something new, but we must hold to that which is true!

Let us agree on a reasonable suggestion for the evolution of God’s creatures. Dictionary.com defines
microevolution as “evolutionary change involving the gradual accumulation of mutations leading to new vari-
eties within a species.” There is little controversy concerning the fact that bacteria have grown more resistant
to antibiotics, but we have no evidence that proves a bacterium will mutate into anything other than a stronger
bacterium. No doubt organisms change, but to what extent? Not to the degree of change that we have seen over
time in evolutionary hypotheses. If there are but two basic propositions concerning the origin of man, and they
are diametrically opposed, would you not choose the proposition that has remained static for millennia?

Jesus Christ revealed Himself as a Creationist when He quoted from the ancient book of Genesis to the
self-righteous Pharisees: “Have you not read,” He said, “that He who created them from the beginning made
them male and female…” (Matthew 19:4). The Pharisees thought they knew it all; the evolutionists think they
know it all. Perhaps Jesus would ask the theorists of changing evolution, “Have you not read?”
