PREPARE TO BELIEVE

Recently, a large group from the Adamsville church took a trip up to Florence, Kentucky to view the
Creation Museum. We were impressed by the enormous animatronics, the gripping video productions, and
the insightful lectures. We thoroughly enjoyed the thrill of the petting zoo and the beauty of the botanical
gardens. However, most of all, we were completely enthralled with the wealth of scientific and historical
information that so successfully verified the truths we find in God’s written word. There is no doubt that
everyone who attended experienced some degree of self examination as we considered the evidence that
was placed before us.

On most of the Creation Museum literature, one will find the phrase, “Prepare to believe.” This tag
line seems to make more sense the longer I dwell on what I was privileged to witness at that wonderful
place. Preparation requires some effort on my part. Why should I have to prepare to believe? Initially, it
does not seem logical to have to prepare oneself for what is merely a mental (or even verbal) affirmation.
However, as we will find, true belief is a powerful force that will motivate and empower an individual do
live differently and more abundantly. We must prepare to believe because once we believe; we will never be
the same again.

Once we believe, our thinking will change. Paul wrote to the Roman Christians that they should “be
transformed by the renewing of [their minds]” (Romans 12:2). In Acts 16, we read about a jailor who was
transformed from suicidal to saved because he witnessed the power of God and the kindness of Paul and
Silas (vv. 27-34). Though earlier in the night, he had drawn his sword to kill himself, by daybreak he “re-
joiced greatly, having believed in God with his whole household.” If you believe what the Bible says about
God, and you know that “the Lord looks at the heart,” you will “watch over your heart with all diligence” (1
Samuel 16:7; Proverbs 4:23).

Once we believe, our speech will change. Another message from Paul to the Romans reads, “…for
with the heart man believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salva-
tion” (Romans 10:10). What we believe and think; what we dwell upon is revealed in our speech. Jesus
taught, “For the mouth speaks out of that which fills the heart” (Matthew 12:34). Before the crucifixion,
Peter denied His Lord three times, but after he had seen the risen Savior, he professed his love to His great-
est Friend (Matthew 26:69-75; John 21:15-17). His speech was drastically changed by the increase of his
faith. Later, he would proclaim to thousands the good news about salvation through Jesus Christ (cf. Acts
2).

Once we believe, our actions will change. Acts chapter nine tells the story of a man named Saul who
was transformed from a persecutor of Christians to a preacher of the gospel. His actions verified his faith as
he traveled to the home of a man named Ananias and allowed himself to be immersed in water for the
remission of his sins (Acts 9:17-18; 22:16). Not only did he call Jesus “Lord,” but he obeyed His commands
(9:5). There will be many who feign belief, and their speech will even bear witness to a shadow of faith. But
Jesus taught explicitly, “Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven; but
he who does the will of My Father who is in heaven” (Matthew 7:21). He is frustrated with those who
falsely profess Christianity saying, “And why do you call Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ and do not do what I say?”
(Luke 6:46). Paul told the Romans that after baptism, we would “walk in newness of life” (Romans 6:4).
Being “in Christ” the baptized believer will be a “new creature” (2 Corinthians 5:17).

Are you prepared to believe? You must be ready to lose control. It was the Apostle Paul who wrote,
“For the love of Christ controls us, having concluded this, that one died for all…” (2 Corinthians 5:14).
Prepare to believe; prepare to be changed forever.
