It explains that Jesus and His Father
see our tears (7:17; 21:4), hear our prayers (8:3-4), value our sacri-
fices (14:13; 20:4), avenge our wrongs (6:9; 8:3), and assure our
victory (15:2). A key word in the book of Revelation is overcome.
Of the twenty-eight times it is used in the New Testament, John used
it twenty-four times; once in his account of the gospel, six times in
his epistles, and 17 times in Revelation (2:7, 11, 17, 26; 3:5, 12, 21;
17:14; 21:7).

An excellent one-line summary of Revelation is: “If you will over-
come, then you may come over and live with God.” He has shown
that He cares for you; have you shown that you care for Him (John
14:15)?
