THE  CREATION  MUSEUM

A few months ago, I heard about a new attraction that was going to open up in Petersburg, Kentucky
just south of Cincinnati, Ohio. It was to be a museum like none other. It would display artifacts and exhibits
relating to science and history like a lot of other museums, but its perspective would be unique. The idea of this
“Creation Museum” appealed to me because it brought together two of my favorite subjects – science and the
Bible. Fortunately, Candace and I were able to make the seven or eight hour trip just a few weeks ago, and we
were so impressed that we stayed until closing time! I have been to most of the Smithsonian Museums in
Washington, D.C.; The Field Museum in Chicago, Illinois; and many others, but this one is my favorite.

Though the museum is not far from the Cincinnati Airport, it is located in an area that looks like the
countryside. The facade of the 60,000 square foot building is made of stone and it is encompassed by beautiful
gardens and landscaping. One of the gardens has mist that comes up from the ground (cf. Genesis 2:6). Upon
entering, we were impressed by the plethora of flat screen monitors and animatronics. Even from the outset of
our journey there was no doubt why it took $27 million to build such a marvel.

Someone from the staff suggested that we start by watching the “special effects” movie called Men in
White. It is a humorous and exciting introduction to everything else in the museum. Not only was the presen-
tation amazing, the content was rich. The whole time I was watching, I couldn’t help thinking, “Everyone
needs to see this.” The same was true for the planetarium show, which we saw next. No doubt it was worth
more than the five dollars we paid to see it.

The museum’s slogan is “Prepare to believe,” and I can’t imagine any open-minded person taking in all
of this detailed information without considering the possibility that the first book of the Bible is actually a
literal, factual account of our history. As one walks through the Garden of Eden, he is taught of the creation and
corruption of mankind. He can continue on to witness the building of Noah’s ark and stand beside him as he
talks to one of his hired hands. It was a chilling experience to stand near a replica of the ark while watching a
computer simulation of the world-wide flood. There was an exhibit illustrating how God confused the lan-
guage of man at the Tower of Babel and a wealth of information about how we got the Bible. It just kept going
and going and going until it culminated at the crucifixion of Christ.

I thoroughly enjoyed my experience at the Creation Museum. Even the food was good, and it wasn’t
overpriced! There are incredible fossil specimens and live animal exhibits such as chameleons, poison dart
frogs, and finches. There are beautiful gemstones and enormous sea shells. We watched a movie about how the
legends of dragons may have come from stories about dinosaurs. Now I understand that there is a new dino-
saur exhibit that I haven’t seen yet. That gives me an excuse to go back and use my discount card.

Since its opening this past Memorial Day, the museum has entertained over 72,000 visitors. It has
already garnered a host of protestors and condescending editorials from the “science community”. Commer-
cials for the attraction are running on national television. Maybe you should take a trip to Kentucky and see
this museum for yourself. It could be a great experience for the whole family. You can find more information
by going to www.answersingenesis.org or www.creationmuseum.org.
