ALABAMIANS CHOOSE HEAL THIER LIVING

Alabamians are by no means known for healthy living. Yes, we love the great outdoors, and from
time to time we have a taste for salad. However, in August of 2006 a report by Trust for  America’s
Health stated, “Alabama has adult obesity rates of 28.7 percent, ranking it the 2nd heaviest in the
nation…” At this point in time only Mississippi is fatter than we are. That’ s not very encouraging, is it?

Well, don’t get too downhearted. These days, Alabama has a few things to be proud of. For one,
we have said yet another dogmatic “no” to gambling. Don’t be fooled by the seeming myriad of arcade
joints scattered up and down Highway 78. Most of us in the community want them out, and the sooner
the better. According to The Tuscaloosa News, a State Supreme Court ruling, which becomes final on
January 30, will make most video gambling illegal. “Mayor Bernard Kincaid ordered operators of
adult arcades [in Birmingham] to shut down on Tuesday or face arrest.”1  Time after time Alabama
voters have made their wishes known on the subject of gambling. Maybe the politicians are finally
getting the message.

Why is it that the citizens of our fair  state are so opposed to gambling? Could it be that we are
turning over a new leaf, and making a choice for healthier living? There was an interesting article in the
December 5, 2006 edition of The New York Times called “Gamblers Report Mor e Health Problems.” It
began, “People who gamble are more likely to suffer fr om a variety of health problems, including heart
and liver disease, a new study finds.” The article went on to boldly say that gambling as little as five
times a year would reduce the quality of one’s health!

It does not surprise the Christian that one who becomes involved with sinful practices such as
gambling diminishes his own health. The Apostle Paul told the young man Timothy, “But those who
want to get rich fall into temptation and a snare and many foolish and harmful desires which plunge
men into ruin and destruction.” He went on to say, “For  the love of money is a root of all sorts of evil,
and some by longing for it have wandered away from the faith, and pierced themselves with many a
pang” (1 Timothy 6:9, 10).

I pray that those arcade signs come down soon because “sin is a disgrace to any people” (Prov-
erbs 14:34). To a certain degree, we are judged by our surroundings, and lately it seems our environ-
ment has become polluted with the manifestation of “every form of greed” (Luke 12:15). We must pray
for those who are tempted to waste their money in gambling, for “He who profits illicitly tr oubles his
own house…” (Proverbs 15:27). Many of these poor people are addicts who need to be freed from their
slavery to sin (Romans 6:6). Will we be as lighthouses to those who seem to be groping in the fog and
darkness of ignorance, with their ships being ravaged by the rocks of covetousness?

Alabamians choose healthier living when they decide not to promote gambling. May we con-
tinue to use our voting power to encourage those who practice sin to do what is right! The citizens of
Alabama will be in a healthier state – both physically and spiritually. And, who knows? Maybe we will
start eating more salad too.
